Sports: 

Basketball - Basketball will be played in the gym. The 4th and 5th grade division will play full court and on 

10-foot hoops. The 2nd and 3rd grade division will play half-court and on 8-foot hoops. 

Hockey - We will be setting up a hockey court in the LWA parking lot. Please note that some types of 

hockey sticks can get scratched up when used on concrete. If your child is bringing his own stick, it is a 

good idea to use a stick guard. We will have extra sticks and helmets available for anyone who needs. 

Flag Football - Flag football will be played on grass in the LWA backyard. 

Baseball - Instead of traditional baseball, this will be one of the special highlights of the day. We will be 

setting up sprinklers and slip-and-slides for the basepaths. Players should wear a bathing suit or clothing 

that can get wet. We will be using a tennis ball and plastic bat. 

What to Bring: 

Players can bring sports equipment such as a baseball glove, hockey helmet, and hockey stick if they have.

a towel.
